Your Duet 450 Clock
Telephone should be
kept free of dust,
moisture, high
temperature, vibration
and should not be
exposed to direct
sunlight. It should not
be used in bathrooms
or near water.

Should the case of your
clock telephone
become soiled, it can
be cleaned with a warm
(not hot) soapy mild
detergent solution and
then dried. Stubborn
stains can be removed
by gently rubbing the
area with a very small
amount of alcohol on a
clean cloth. When
cleaning your clock
telephone in this way,
make sure it is turned
off and that the mains
power is switched off.

Do not use abrasive
cleaners as they can
scratch the surface of
your clock telephone.
